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Format
The manuscript should be submitted by email as a Word Document.
Guidelines

· The text of the paper should be typed double spaced in 12 point arial font.

· The manuscript should be no longer than 4,000 words.

· Include a title at the top of the paper.

· Include author/s name/s, position in the organisation, name of the organisation or institution below the title.

· Include an abstract of no more than 150 words below the author information.

· Use headings and subheadings where appropriate.

· Graphics can include photographs, slides, and drawings and should be in black and white. They must be of good quality and should be labelled with an appropriate caption.

· Include any graphs or tables in the paper at the point in the text where you wish them to appear.

· Label each table consecutively at the top of the table, giving table number and title.

· Reference should be made to each table at the appropriate point in the text.

Permission to publish

Authors must have permission to publish any material obtained from another source, or which has been/will be published elsewhere. Copy of permission to publish should be forwarded with the manuscript.
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
